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THE STUDENT COURSE

Suzuki Students are invited to join us for three fun-filled days
of masterclasses, group lessons, repertoire classes, consort/
ensemble playing and daily concerts. The course begins on
Friday 25th July with a play-together at 5pm, and finishes with
an evening barbecue on Monday 28th July.

perform as Baroque Alchemy. Piers is one of the most
acclaimed recorder players of our time. He will be leading
workshops with the students on the Saturday afternoon,
followed by an evening concert of baroque music ‘as never
heard before’ (piersadams.com/baroque-alchemy).




ACCOMMODATION

A camping facility is available at Summer Camp, with two options:
«  Bring your own tent - cost £15 per tent per night
Site tent for up to 4 people - cost £25 per tent per night

Camping facilities include showers and toilets. Site tents and beds
are available, but check availability as it is limited.

If you are camping then you can arrange to stay some extra days if
you wish. A limited number of campers can opt for self-catering.

Arrival and departure. Participants may arrive from 2pm on
Friday 25th July and must leave by midday on Tuesday 29th July.

Three meals will be available to book — whatever
accommodation you choose - on the Saturday, Sunday and
Monday of the camp.

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on the Friday you arrive. You will be sent a link to a booking
form for the meals in due course, once you have registered.
Meal costs (including tea, coffee etc) will be:

o Breakfast - cost £6 per person per day
o Lunch - cost £13 per person per day
o Supper - cost £19 per person per day

NB: These prices are based on last year’s costs, but we do hope
to be able to offer you a reduction this year.
